ASL 1 is an introductory course designed for students with little or no previous study of ASL. This course teaches
basic conversation, grammar, and vocabulary. The focus is on expressive and receptive American Sign Language,
fingerspelling, and the culture of the Deaf community. Each unit will cover vocabulary related to a specific theme
(friends and family, leisure activities, school or work, etc) and grammar concepts appropriate to level 1.
